Purpose

The Bloomington Health Promotion Award recognizes those who have made a notable and positive difference in the health of our citizens.

The award recipient will be recognized at a presentation and reception during a Bloomington City Council Meeting.  Award recipient may be videotaped for promotion and recognition purposes.

The Bloomington Advisory Board of Health will select the recipient of the Health Promotion Award based on the following criteria:

· An individual(s), business or organization that has made a significant impact on the health and wellness of people who live in Bloomington.  
· The nominee must live or work in Bloomington and/or the nominated organization must be based in Bloomington.
The City of Bloomington does not discriminate on the basis of disability in the admission or access to, or treatment or employment in, its services, programs or activities. Upon request, accommodation will be provided to allow individuals with disabilities to participate in all City of Bloomington services, programs, and activities. 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2002-2011 HEALTH PROMOTION AWARD RECIPIENTS:

BAA

Bloomington Athletic Association (BAA) is an all volunteer sports program that has grown to provide opportunities for over 5,800 participants. BAA provides opportunities for youth to participate in 12 different organized sports programs, no matter their level of ability.

Dick Holloway

Reviewed restaurant plans to ensure safety codes were met. Mr. Holloway was recognized for balancing clients' needs and safety codes with an ability to lead all involved parties through an understanding of safety issues. (This was the first time a City employee received the Health Promotion Award.)

Karen Nordstrom

Karen Nordstrom was recognized for her work on tobacco issues over the past decade. She has been instrumental in organizing many efforts that have led to the passage of local tobacco ordinances including the recent smoking-ban ordinance.

Thomas Ringdal

Mr. Ringdal was selected for his work with youth to foster developmental assets that reduce high risk behaviors.  As director of Bloomington Educational Television, he does this by providing opportunities for youth to develop skills and build relationships through the youth cable program "Tomorrow's Voices Today."
Scott Sieling

A Jefferson High School Teacher, he received the award for his incredible effort to advocate for school wellness policy development and adoption by the Bloomington School District.

A senior living community in Bloomington was selected for its ongoing efforts to promote physical fitness to residents through its Six Dimensional Wellness program.  More than 300 residents have been engaged in fitness classes since the program began.00
